SELECTION CRITERIA FOR TRADITIONAL TEAM OFFICIALS

General information

The final selection decision shall be made by the Wushu Secretary-General after consulting with
the AKWF.

No one person can have more than one official position in the Traditional Team.

Candidates shall not occupy any current AKWF National Committee position either elected or
appointed, in order to ensure that their full energies are directed towards developing a strong
Traditional Team.

Candidates shall not occupy any current position of responsibility with the IWUF or that of any
other body which hosts the International Event, which may conflict with their abilities to fully carry
the duties of a Traditional Team Official.

There is no right of appeal against any decision made by the Wushu Secretary-General.
